�e Field Support Unit issues country profiles of vulnerable 
countries of interest; regular reports on “Emergencies in Focus” and 
other humanitarian crisis situations.

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Since its foundation in 1971, the UAE has been a generous donor of foreign aid.  �e motivation for this generosity 
was expressed by the UAE’s first President, His Highness Sheikh Zayed, when he said that the people of the UAE 
would receive no benefit from their wealth, if they did not share it with those less fortunate.

Aid from the UAE, in the form of development assistance, humanitarian aid and charitable donations, has been sent 
to more than 140 countries around the world.  Aid has been provided by the federal government, by the Emirati 
governments, by o�cial authorities such as the Abu Dhabi Fund for Development and the UAE Red Crescent 
Authority, by Foundations, such as the Khalifa Bin Zayed Al Nahyan Foundation, the Zayed Bin Sultan Al Nahyan 
Foundation, the Mohammed Bin Rashid Al Maktoum Humanitarian and Charity Establishment, the Al Maktoum 
Foundation, and by Non-Governmental Organizations (NGOs) such as Dubai Cares, Noor Dubai, Dubai Charity and 
Sharjah Charity.  

In 2009, OCFA began to collect data on the UAE’s giving, with the aim of reporting these contributions to the 
international bodies responsible for statistics on foreign aid flows including the Organization for Economic Coopera-
tion and Development (OECD), and the Financial Tracking Service (FTS) of the UN O�ce for the Coordination of 
Humanitarian A�airs, and putting together a complete historical record of UAE foreign aid since the foundation of 
the federation in 1971.  As of February 2010, OCFA had received over 9,000 individual records of donations made 
from 19 ministries, departments, foundations and NGOs.  

As a first step in this process, OCFA has published “UAE Foreign Aid 2009”, a comprehensive account of the UAE’s 
foreign aid contributions during that year, amounting to AED 8.93 billion (US$ 2.43 billion).  �e table on the follow-
ing page shows the breakdown of this amount by donor organization, and the chart shows the proportion of total 
funds allocated to each region.
